New Prayer Request System 
We have made a change to how we 
incorporate congregational prayer requests 
into the Prayers of Intersession. It is hoped 
this new idea will simplify sharing & hearing 
prayer petitions with all folks at worship 
including those on Zoom.  
 If you have a prayer request, there will 
be paper available at the table as you enter 
the sanctuary for you to write it on. Print your 
request clearly and hand it to an usher no 
later than during the Hymn of the Day. Ushers 
will be sure that the papers get to the day’s 
reader and then the reader will incorporate 
your request into the Prayers of Intercession. 
Those worshipping via Zoom, please type 
your request into the chat box and it will be 
passed along to the reader, too. Then the 
reader will read all of the prayer requests for 
the day from the lectern microphone.  
 Hopefully, this change will help all of us 
in worship hear the prayers and engage more 
deeply in the life of the congregation. 
 

Recently, we had the privilege to hear from Amani 
Simbayobewe of the Rukundo Foundation, a charity 
in Kigali, Rwanda working with the local street 
children to provide them educational and other 
services to keep them safe. 
 Amani is part of the long history of Bethel’s 
connections with the country of Rwanda. He is a 
graduate of the Rwanda Leaders School (formerly 
the Rwanda Lutheran School) which we have 
supported through the years.
