As you enter the sanctuary, paper is available on the table for 
you to write prayer requests on. Return the paper to an usher 

no later than during the Hymn of the Day. The reader will 
include it during the Prayers of the People. It is our hope that 

this will help all those in worship hear the prayer requests. 
 

Some Practical Visitor Info 
If you need a restroom, you have 2 options. In the 

sanctuary building, you will find the restroom through the 
side door near the piano. You can also access it by going 
outside through the main entrance and re-entering the 
building near the offices by using the door located under 
the bell tower. The restroom will be to your left.  

If you need an accessible restroom or a baby 
changing table, you can find that in our back building. Go 
through the iron gate at the rear of our patio on the left of 
the sanctuary. As you enter that back building the 
restroom is immediately to your left.

This song by Michael and Lisa Gungor was made 
famous by their liturgical post-rock collective, 
Gungor. Like many psalms, it begins with lament, 
recalls God’s promise, and moves the singer to 
hope and trust—this time using images of creation 
(“out of the dust,” “garden,” and “out of chaos” 
[Gen. 1–2]). Though Michael was the son of a 
prominent Pentecostal pastor and author, he and 
Lisa have had a wide-ranging spiritual journey. 
Michael is part of “The Liturgists,” a podcast, band, 
and community that explores societal issues 
through the lenses of art, science, and faith.

Through Baptism, we are called to be agents of 
peace and justice in this world. The work of the 
ELCA in our time includes that of being a Publicly 
Engaged Church. 
 

In California, this is done through involvement 
with the Lutheran Office of Public Policy 
(LOPP-CA) which hosts live advocacy briefings 
on Wednesdays at noon. During the half-hour 
call, listeners get an update on state and federal 
legislative priorities and direct a quick advocacy 
activity. The link to join can be found here.

We’ll meet together at the capitol to advocate 
directly with members of the State Legislature.
